¼ sheet of light brown 
craft foam 
2 glitter gold chenille 
sticks 
2 medium wiggle eyes 
1 red glitter pom pom 
6-8 inches of ribbon 
White craft glue or hot 
glue gun 
Scissors 

How to make a Reindeer Ornament Craft:

To make the head, cut 2 tear drop shapes from the craft foam. 
To make the ears, cut a small oval, then cut it in half lengthwise. 
Bend each chenille stick in half, then bend and twist them to form 
two antlers. 
Glue the ears toward the top of the round end of one of the tear drop 
shapes. (Tip: Hot glue works much faster.) Glue antlers to the top of the 
same oval shape. 
For the hanger, fold ribbon in half and glue the open ends together 
in between the two antlers.
